ARTERIAL IMAGING
Procedure
Duplex Imaging and Doppler Analysis uses ultrasound to create a two dimensional picture of your arteries, while visualizing blood flow.

Purpose 
This test is useful in diagnosing many different kinds of arterial disease, including plaque build up and aneurysms. 

Preparation/Side Effects
There is no need to fast for this test. Depending upon which extremity is to be examined, arms or legs, loose clothing should be worn. It is easiest to access the arm if you are wearing short sleeves, and shorts to access the leg. The exam takes approximately 30 minutes.

Additional Information
The technologist will place ultrasound gel on you and slide a transducer on the area. You will hear the technologist speaking into a microphone; you may also hear a “swooshing” sound. There is no need for alarm; this is only the blood flowing through your body.

Results
All recorded information is reviewed by our Cardiologist and a report is sent to your Physician. They will go over the results with you on your next scheduled appointment unless other arrangements have been made.
