ENHANCED EXTERNAL COUNTERPULSATION (EECP)


Procedure 
EECP is a noninvasive procedure used to increase oxygen-rich blood flow to the heart. An EECP device is a series of cuffs wrapped around the calves, thighs and buttocks, which are timed to inflate and deflate gently but firmly to increase blood flow to the heart.

Purpose
Improve the blood flow to the heart, increasing the amount of oxygen and blood going into the heart, easing the pain of angina. 

Preparation/Side Effects
There are no known side effects as a result of receiving a treatment, though you may experience some chafing from the cuffs. No preparation is needed. You will be provided with a pair of special pants to wear during each of your treatments. Treatments are given every day for seven weeks, with each lasting 1 hour for a total of 35 treatments.

Additional Information
During the one hour treatment you will be lying on your back, you will hear the inflation and deflation of cuffs. A technologist is present during the procedure, should you require anything. A TV and VCR are available to you during your treatment; you may bring in a video if you wish.
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
