Renal Artery duplex

Procedure

RAD examines with ultrasound the arteries that branch off the abdominal aorta to supply the kidneys with blood. 

Purpose

This test is useful in diagnosis of renal stenosis, narrowing of the arteries.

Preparation/Side Effects

You will need to fast for 8 hours prior to the test. Please do not chew gun or smoke for 8 hours prior to your appointment. The examination takes approximately 60 minutes. There are no known side effects to this examination. 
Additional Information

The technologist will have you lie on both your right and left side on a bed for examination. You will be asked to lift your shirt to expose your abdomen. The technician applies ultrasound jelly and presses the ultrasound probe on the abdominal wall, angling it in order to obtain the best possible pictures. 
Results
